RULES OF GOLF

A recent test of NIMAGA Board Members shows that everyone can learn more about the rules.  In our tournaments this year the following occurred:

1. A player teed off from the wrong set of tee’s so he incurred a two stroke penalty.

2. Status of an X-out ball:  Most X-outs are rejected for an esthetic reason so if the non x-out ball conforms to the rules, it is permissible to use such a ball.

3. Practice:  On the day of a stroke play competition, a competitor shall not practice on the course or test the surface of any putting green.  If it is a two-day competition, no practice on the course between rounds is permitted.  Penalty Disqualification
4. A ball is out of bounds when all of it lies out of bounds.

5. A player MAY play a provisional ball if the original ball might also be lost outside a water hazard.  If the original ball is found in the water hazard the provisional ball must be abandoned.

6. Before the start of the round a player discovers that he has 15 clubs in his golf bag.  He takes one out of play and puts it in his cart on the floor.  Is he penalized – YES!  2 strokes per hole maximum 4 strokes.

7. In stroke play, a player’s ball stops on the lip of the hole.  In disgust he knocks the ball off the green with the back of the putter.  What is the ruling?  The player must replace the ball under penalty of one stroke.  The player is not considered to have made a stroke.
