STEVE MUELLER ELECTED TO THE

 NIMAGA BOARD

Steve Mueller was elected to the NIMAGA Board at the March meeting.  Steve lives with his wife in West Chicago and has worked in the advertising industry for more than twenty years.  He will assist with the Championship Division as a Tournament Director and will add valuable marketing experience to our newly expanded Marketing program.  NIMAGA is run by volunteers and we thank Steve for his efforts to make NIMAGA better.

INDIAN LAKES REDESIGN!

Our April Golf Course will be under a redesign program over the next four years.  Each one of the four nine holes will be redone over the four year period.  In order to make our April Tournament “WORK” we will take one division (this year the Championship Division) and have one half start at one nine and the other half start at a second nine.  Some divisions will play the east course and some will play a combination of the east and west.  The front nine west course is currently closed.  Please read your tee sheet carefully to know where to go.

RULES TO FOLLOW

There are a number of rules to follow in NIMAGA Tournaments:

1 - You must check in with the starter ten minutes

     prior to your tee time.  If you are late and do not

     make your tee time you are assesed a two stroke

     penalty.  You must tee off with the last group of

     the tournament to avoid disqualification.

2 -There is a Pace of Play Rule in NIMAGA.  For

    2002 the board has extended the time in our pace of

    play.  This will be done on a trial basis this year.

    The Pace of Play Rule is:

If a group finishes:

14-18 minutes behind the group in front of them,

AND 26 minutes behind two groups in front of them – 1 Stroke Penalty
19 minutes or more behind the group in front of them, AND 26 minutes behind two groups in front of them – 2 Stoke Penalty
The first time in a year a member is in a slow group, the penalty is as written above.  

The second time in the same year a member is in a slow group, the penalty is twice what is written above.

The third time in the same year a member is in a slow group, the penalty is twice what is written above.  In addition the board will review his membership.

The only time this criteria will not apply is if the group’s total playing time is 4 hours or less.

3 – You are responsible to keep each others scores 

      and you will fill out a “white card” when finished

      that will certify the accuracy of each hole played.

      Take this responsibility seriously and do not rush

      to turn in your score.  If you make an addition

      error and all holes are reported correctly the

     Tournament Director will correct your error.  If 

     you report a “4” (lower score) on a hole that you

     had “5” (higher score) on you will be disqualified.
NIMAGA OPEN!

The first NIMAGA OPEN will be held on Saturday, July 13th and Sunday, July 14th at the Oak Club of Genoa.  This is a tournament run by NIMAGA which does not require NIMAGA membership.  It will be limited to a field of 130 players.  There will be three first place prizes of $500.00 each and the total prize value will exceed $5,000.00 with the 130 player field. The three winners will be low gross, low net in the low handicap group and low net in the high handicap group.  The cost is $140.00.  Entry blanks are available at the www.NIMAGA.org site.  They will be available at the April 6th Spring Thaw, so be sure to get your entry in early.  We expect that we will have to turn away some entries.  Don’t let it be yours!

On Saturday, March 23rd, Phil Mickleson 5 putted at the Players event and Don Clement our former president 5 putted at the Landmark Golf Club in Indio, CA – home of the skins game – we share their pain!

      If you report a “5” (higher score) on a hole you had

      a “4” on (lower score) you are stuck with that error.

      If you have a concern about a ruling, ask the

     Tournament Director “BEFORE” you submit your

     score.  If you are on the course and you and your

     group are unsure what is the ruling, play a second

     (alternate) ball.  Get the ruling from the Tournament

     Director!

WHAT TO EXPECT FROM US!

If you enter the regular tournaments by the deadline date the pairings will be mailed to those who do not have internet access and they will be posted on our web site about one week prior to the event.  About one week after the event you should receive a gift certificate if you “cashed” in the event.  The winning scores should be on our web site about a week after the event.  At the following months event you should receive the winners plaque.

SECOND  MEMBER GUEST EVENT

Hey!  Have you been waiting to play a private course or introduce a friend to NIMAGA?  Here is your chance to do both!  On Monday May 6th, NIMAGA will host a Member Guest event at the Eaglebrook Country Club in Geneva, IL.  This event is designed to allow our membership an opportunity to bring a non-member and have him play a NIMAGA event.  The event is open to all NIMAGA members.   Guests are not required to have a certified handicap, but if they do, they will be allowed to use 90% of that handicap.  Guests without a handicap will be assigned one using the Callaway scoring system.  The 8:00 a.m. shot-gun event will be a two-man low gross/low net format.  Payout totals will be determined by the number of entries.  The cost of the event is $85.00 and includes: golf, cart, memento, prizes and refreshments after the round.  This is the second time NIMAGA has held an event on a private golf course and we look forward to an exciting day!
