NIMAGA is an amateur golf organization which requires its members to be amateurs. Our members may of course play in other events as many do. Our members must HOWEVER be amateur, so declaring yourself a NON-Amateur does not permit you to play and win our events. Be certain that the events you play in are amateur and do not award cash prizes.

It is important to put a “mark” on your ball to insure you are always playing the correct ball. If you play the wrong ball it’s possible that someone else in your group could also play a wrong ball. The rules of golf define what to do but you must fix the problem prior to playing the next hole or disqualification will result.
